	1. Curriculum provision
	Use Charanga package scheme of work in EYFS, KS2 and UKS2. The 4 key areas of music, as stated in the Model Music Curriculum, Singing, Performing, Composing/Improvising and Listening are all regularly covered by this scheme. 

LK2 access the Wider O lessons from the Derbyshire music service. 
This happens annually so children receive instrument teaching from a professional musician from the wider Opps team in y3 and then again in y4 on a different tuned instrument. I.e. Brass/ ukulele.

A Music policy is in place.

Curriculum is designed in a spiral that builds on previous skills and in sequenced to be progressive.

Units selected by SLT from Charanga scheme so pupils experience a wide variety of musical styles and genres. 
eg Jazz, Hip-hop, Ballad
