Spelling
Children are set spellings on Spelling Shed. Log-ins are stuck in reading records. New lists will be set on a Friday and a spelling test will be done in school on the following Friday. 
Maths
Children will have times tables set every Friday on Emile. Times tables should be practised regularly as Year 4 children complete a Government multiplication check in June. Other tasks may be set relating to maths lessons.
Reading
It is important that children read every day.  Your child will usually receive a new reading book every Monday, unless they are a free reader, when they can change their book as they finish it.  Reading with your child daily at home will ensure that they will be exposed to a wide range of words. This will help them build their own vocabulary and improve their understanding when they listen, which is vital. In addition to their reading book, the children will also visit the school library every week and will bring home a book of their choice.

Reading Journal
This year, every class again will have their own journal so everyone will have the opportunity to write about their favourite book and share it with the class. Instructions are provided with the journal. Please make sure it is returned on time as the next child will be waiting to take it home.
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PE will usually take place twice a week but once a week in the Forest Schools term. Please ensure they have the correct kit in school all week and take home on a Friday if you so wish. Earrings ideally need to be removed or alternatively provide plasters so they can be covered by your child before the lesson.

Forest Schools-Autumn term
