All children should also read for 20 minutes per day. Children are rewarded for reading regularly. Regular practice of reading the common exception words & identifying the highlighted focus phonemes found in your child’s reading record will also be rewarded.

	How you can help

It is important to read with or to your child for enjoyment every day. 

Help your child to learn to read & spell the list of common exception words in the middle of their reading record. Your child’s ability to read & spell these words will be tested at the end of the school year. 

Help your child to recognise the highlighted focus phonemes in their reading records. Children are assessed at the end of every half term in phonics and are then allocated a phonics group in response to their outcome. 

Talk to your child about what they are learning in school and encourage them to complete all homework tasks. 

Keep a regular eye on your child’s class SeeSaw page. Useful reminders & messages will be shared regularly by your child’s class teacher through this platform. 

Access Parent Hub & read all school newsletters and messages.
