Dear Parents

We wish to inform you that a case of head lice has been reported in your child’s class.  Please check your child’s hair at the earliest opportunity and treat accordingly if you find any living, moving lice.
The best way to check your child’s hair is as follows:

1. Wash the hair using ordinary shampoo then use a wide toothed comb to straighten and untangle the hair.  (It is easier to do this with wet hair and using hair conditioner).  
2. Once the comb moves freely through the hair, switch to a fine toothed comb. Draw the comb down the full length of the hair, starting at the roots, checking the comb for head lice after each stroke.
3. Work through the hair section by section so that the whole head is combed through, before rinsing out the conditioner.

If living, moving head lice are found, please consult a pharmacy for advice.  It is advisable to continue checking your child’s hair, even after treatment, as there is no certainty that all the eggs will be destroyed. Check for baby head lice hatching out from eggs 3-5 days after treatment, and again at 10-12 days.
Please note that you can obtain a head lice comb from the school office free of charge, for as long as our stock of free samples lasts.  
These measures will only be fully effective if everyone checks their child’s hair. Thank you for your co-operation.
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
